Accuracy:  As teachers gain experience, their reflections become more accurate and precise about the effectiveness of the instruction.  Their own analysis becomes more and more likely to align with that of an unbiased observer.  The teacher is able to cite anecdotal and/or concrete data about specific students or groups of students.  Reflection and responsiveness has become a normal part of the teacher's practice - a habit of mind. (p. 92/93)
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Sticky Note
Future Use:  Distinguished practice is demonstrated when teacher's use their reflections to refine and adjust their plans, drawing on an extensive repertoire of strategies.  The teacher can offer alternate courses of action, including lesson design, materials used, grouping of students.  Even the veteran teacher is willing to hone this skill with help from a colleague, coach, mentor or supervisor.  (p. 93)
